1. CALL TO ORDER:  Chairman Linda Starkey called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

2. PUBLIC COMMENT:  Chairman Starkey asked if anyone in the audience wanted to comment on the agenda.  There were no comments at this time.  Audience members saved comments for the individual agenda items.

3. APPROVAL OF MINUTES OF MAY 31, 2016 AND AUGUST 15, 2016 NATURAL RESOURCES COMMITTEE MEETING MINUTES:  The minutes of the May 31, 2016 and August15, 2016 Natural Resources Committee Meetings were unanimously approved

4. ITEMS FOR DISCUSSION:

Tree Nursery – Elevated Water Storage Tank No. 3 Site on Il Route 176.  Director Fink introduced Village of Hawthorn Woods Trustee Steven Riess.  Trustee Riess requested the Natural Resources Committee to consider partnering with the Village of Hawthorn Woods to create a tree nursery located on the Elevated Water Storage Tank site located on IL Route 176.  Director Fink informed the Committee the 2.3-acre site could accommodate the tree nursery concept.  The Committee expressed interest in partnering with the Village of Hawthorn Woods to provide a mutual benefit to both communities at the same time reducing the cost of procuring trees to be planted in the Village’s parkways.  It was the consensus of the Natural Resources Committee to have the Village of Hawthorn Woods draft an Intergovernmental Agreement for the Village to consider.




Bangs Lake Advisory Committee – Bangs Lake Fish Stocking.  Bangs Lake Advisory Committee (BLAC) Chair, Ed Lochmayer provided an update on this year’s Bangs Lake fish stocking efforts.  Mr. Lochmayer informed the Committee the fish stocking did not occur this year because the fish provided by the fish farm were too small.   The BLAC was concerned with the mortality rate with fish too small.   Mr. Lochmayer recommended waiting until next year to see if they could acquire larger fish from the fish farm.  The Natural resources Committee concurred with the recommended direction provided by the BLAC.  

Marine Unit – Update.  Marine Unit Supervisor Mike Aiardo provided updated statistics on the Marine Unit.  Income from Safety Sticker inspections reached a record level of $62,389.25.  The report listed incidents from May to September of 2016.  Officer Aiardo informed the Committee the most common boating complaints were violating the no wake times, tubing the wrong way, and noise/bather complaints in the Lake Point area.
Officer Aiardo proposed changes to the current ordinances pertaining to ice shelter registration, fees, and fishing specifications.  The Committee agreed with the conceptual proposed changes and requested the Marine Unit prepare the final ordinance amendments for consideration.

Main Street Garbage/Recycling Receptacles.  This item is currently budgeted in the 2017/18 budget.  The consensus of the Committee was to revisit this during next fiscal years budget discussions.

5. NEW BUSINESS:  No new business was introduced.

6. ADJOURNMENT:  A motion to adjourn was made by Trustee Howe and seconded by Trustee Black at 7:55 p.m.  Chairman Starkey called for a vote and all members voted in favor, none were opposed.
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
